Player Development

Safety & Wellbeing

e Follow league rules, including concussion and injury protocols.

o Keep players on the sidelines until their scheduled practice or game begins.

Communication

o Notify the league promptly of any schedule conflicts or concerns.

o Notify parents/guardians of any weather-related changes, cancellations, or rescheduling
as soon as possible via the team’s designated communication method.

e Involve players in helping with cleanup to teach responsibility.

e Return basketballs, cones, and other equipment to designated storage areas.
e Last practices or games of day are responsible for cleaning up and storing equipment.

Game Day Duties

e Assign parent volunteers for concession stand and score clock duties for Home games.

¢ Home team coach will email final score to the board email after the game.

e Ensure all game-day responsibilities are covered before tip-off.

e Ifyou are coaching the last game of the day, make sure all doors are locked, gym is clean,
and equipment is stored before leaving the gym.
